In 1909, the first Women's Day was observed
across the United States. In 1910, an International conference of working women was
held in Copenhagen. That's where the idea was proposed by Clara Zetkin, a leader of
the Women's Office for the Social Democratic Party in Germany. In 1911, International

Women's Day was honoured for the first time in Austria, Denmark, Germany and
Switzerland on 19 March. Betsween 1913 and 1914, women in Russia observed their first
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Women's Day on February 23. Later, it was decided that March 8 can the globaliy
accepted day to celebrate IWD. International Women's Day was celebrated for the first
time by the United Nations in 1975.
